The HOKA RIDE started today, it is a ride from Key West to Alaska. The 

run is 7000 miles and pays to the winner. They have to be on HD and by 

11:00 they had a road blocked with an accident air lifted some out. These 

rides are the type of things that give riding a cycles a bad name. Started out 

to have a good intention but like a few of us on a board said look out this 

could turn ugly. This has the potential to get bad in a hurry.  

   Now for the ed. Braking into a corner should be done before you enter it. 

Some use there front brake, others use there back brake, and some use both 

brakes. Use what works for you. The only thing you have to remember is to 

never lock up either one. The back one is the one that has the most weight 

and acts like a gyro. It is the driving force of a cycle to keep upright. Both 

of them help, but to lock up one means that you will likely go down. As 

you have been informed before the line into and out is important. But the 

speed you hit it at is critical. To fast and you have to brake hard to far into 

the corner and your bike shocks are not set up for the corner and you can 

change the way it will act in the rest of the corner. So ride safe and set up 

for the corners, we seem to find them.
