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Notes from the Chapter Educator: 
Are You a Drifter? 
 
We had another safety meeting this month at work and the topic this time was safe 
behavior and safe operations.  The operations side of safety involves how mechanical 
devices either promote or detract from safety.  In a grain elevator, safe equipment is 
necessary for human safety to be possible.  The same goes for motorcycling.  Your 
equipment should be in the best condition possible in order for you, its operator, to have a 
chance at riding safely.  This includes your motorcycle and all your protective riding 
equipment such as helmet, long sleeve shirt or jacket, long pants, sturdy footwear, eye 
protection, and gloves.  Usually, the equipment portion of safety is the relatively easy 
side of the equation.  It’s much harder to ensure safe behavior. 
 
Safe behavior is something that happens as a result of conscious effort and training. You 
shouldn’t operate a machine without proper training, equipment and the necessary tools. I 
think riding a motorcycle is comparable.  It’s not difficult to get trained, and obtaining 
the right equipment is easy, but it’s harder to always carry the required tools for the job.  
By tools, I mean the essential mental qualities of safe behavior.  You’ve probably heard 
the term “use it or lose it.”  If you don’t practice the physical aspects of safe behavior, 
you might be in a state of losing the safe habits you learned in motorcycle class.  Losing 
these mental and physical safe riding habits is a kind of drifting off course, or 
complacency. Drift is the opposite of purpose, and when we become complacent about 
something, then that’s when we tend to slowly lose it until it’s completely forgotten.   
 
Safety was foremost on our minds when we first started to ride and we put a lot of 
conscious effort into it.  And if we took a beginning, experienced, or intermediate class, 
we probably spent some time thinking about what we learned and practiced the 
maneuvers a few times.  However, as time went on, and we got more riding miles behind 
us with no major accidents, we got complacent.  We lost our habits of practicing 
exercises like quick stops, tight U-turns, and stopping quickly in curves when we were 
riding by ourselves.  It’s just so much easier to become a “drifter.”  
 
 It happens to us all slowly, over time, like a bad habit that becomes second nature.  But it 
doesn’t have to.  We can all make the conscious effort to practice safety skills at every 
opportunity.  When a tire tread flies off the semi, a deer runs out in the road, or a boulder 
is in the middle of the blind turn, you can have the skills necessary to avoid danger.  Drift 
doesn’t protect you from the unexpected.  Muscle memory does.  The only way to make 
good riding skills a habit is to practice them until your brain doesn’t have to remember 
the behavior anymore.    Your muscles will be much quicker than your brain in an 
emergency.  After all, who knows where your thoughts will be in that split second.
